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The 2010 Dialogs culminated with the signing of the Fourth Chautauqua Dec-

laration, moderated by Prof. Diane Marie Amann of the American Society of 

International Law (ASIL). The Declaration is a statement in which the pros-

ecutors affirm their dedication to the rule of law and plea for cooperation in the 

pursuit of global justice.

It is now the definitive account of 

Roosevelt’s 1937 effort, following a series of 

Supreme Court decisions declaring popu-

lar and necessary New Deal laws to be 

unconstitutional, to obtain “Court-packing” 

legislation. During this legislative battle, which FDR ultimately 

lost, the Supreme Court changed course, giving him the judicial 

restraint he sought. Shesol captivated his large audience with a 

riveting and witty lecture about the Court-packing 

battle of 1937 and its connection to today’s clashes 

between the President, the Congress and the 

Supreme Court.
