ADDREBB OF ATK>RNEY GWERAL JACKSON - 
Mr. QEORGP:. Mr. Prddent. I ask unanimous consent to 

have printed in the RECORD an address delivepd by Elon. 
Rbbert H. JBi:lrson, Attorney General bf the United States, a t  
the American United program, sponsored by the Couricfl for 
Democracy, in cooperation with the Columbia Broadc&ing 
System, at Camegie Hall, New Pork City, November 6, 1940. 

There being no objection, the address was ordered to be 
printed in the Rneo~n, as f o l ~ s :  

m a p a  I may be pardoned for speaking tonlght on the ground 
thst I agreed before the election to come here and spaslr, wbetber 
we should win or lose. I agreed to do ao beceuee I belleve that a 
spcrtamrrn8Bip whlcb ungruapingly aceepks the dectsion of tbe ma- 
jority i n  an esssntlsl part of our demoqttc system. 
The victors in thfa election should 8nd humflfty turd a high sense 

of reaponslbUity in the very magnitude and difeculty of the prob- 
lems which face our next BdmlnietrattOn. 

T h i s  election has vindicated the strength and unity which underlie 
our political contestrw strength so well deecribed by ford Balfour 
when he said: 
"Our alternating Cabinets. though belonging to different parties, 

have never dmered about the foundation of aocietg, and it is evident 
that our whole political machinery preauppoms s peaple so funda- 
mentally at  one thst they can &ord to bic1rk.r. and so sure of their 
own moderation #at they are not dangerously disturbed by the 
never-ending din of polltical conflict." 

The AmericQn people are united in defending the fundamental 
Institutions of democracy at home and, short 02 war, in sustaining 
democracy abroad. They are united to mppmt national defense, 
for we have seen tbat there fa no security for a halidefended 
nation. And we are united to maintain back of our lines of defense 
s society thet fa democratic in substance aa well as in form. These 
great objectlvw constitute a vast area of agreement compared to the 
ereae in whtch we may Wer. 

The objectives on which we are agreed cannot be attained, how- 
ever, without inconvenience, without coet, without escrlflce. &ma- 
ment for the Nation is a net burden on our national economic life. 
One of our gravest internal problems is to adjust the burden of our 
national deieme so that it wlll not gall or dtvtde our society. We 
muet adfust its coat aa between todsy and tomamw-tbt is, as 
between taxation and borrowing. We must Bdfust its burden aa 
between labor and capital, and we must adjust its requirements so 
that opportunity for youth in peacetime purs~its will not be en- 
dangered by their service for national defense. On any of these 
things we are likely to think 61l1mntly, for mey wtll War differ- 
ently upon our interestr. 

Unity--an intelligent and reelk?able unity--comes through a 
recognition tha8 common agreement on certain high principles 
tramcends minor diete~nc- aver methori. I t  does not imply the 
singleness of viewpoint which could be achieved only by regimenta- 
tion. I t  does not even imply an end of criticism. But It does mean 
that we bear our Werences as we bear the infirmities of our friends 
and keep our sense oi proportion between the large things we have 
In common a8 agamt the smaller things where our interem, our 
temperament& or our experiences &vide us.
